
JL led the industry with the first pre-lined fire-rated cabinet series called 
Fire-FX in 1991, and introduced the next generation of cabinets - the 
Fire-FX2 Series in 2015. The Fire-FX2 cabinets weigh an average of 14.75 
lbs less per cabinet than the original design introduced in 1991.

Per IBC 2018 Section 714.5.2 - Membrane penetrations shall comply with 
Section 714.5.1.2, which states, “Through penetrations shall be protected 
by an approvied through-penetration firestop system installed and test-
ed in accordance with ASTM E814 or UL 1479”. Those are both standard 
test methods for fire tests of penetration firestops that are equivalent to 
each other.
